Later, he
makes dumplings by folding pork with fresh peppers into small
wonton wrappers and steaming them. The dish is topped off
with a fresh plum dipping sauce.

game called “Shoot the Buffalo.” Later, he makes spaghetti sauce
with fresh ground bison and fries up garlic bannock to go with

it. Along the way, he encourages people to connect and identify

with their cultures.

Episode 8- Kickin’ It - #AS0735 - Perry does some Cheyenne
kickball training and makes a rabbit stew with potatoes, celery,
onion and carrots.
